(b) Procedure for conducting Computer Proficiency Test

The Skill Test will be of qualifying nature only on GO/NO GO basis i.e. GO (Qualified) and NO GO (Not Qualified).

There is no bar to candidates correcting the mistakes by use of editing tools while typing the passage within the allotted

10 minutes time if the candidate has finished typing the passage before time.

The speed, accuracy and mistakes will be evaluated as under:

(a) For one omission/addition of word, one mark will be deducted. If the candidate could not type the entire passage,
the number of words left will be counted as omission and one mark will be deducted for each left out word.
